Covered in beeswax and herbs, Lauren Lavery’s wax sculptures are responsive to
the heat they embody. The forms materialize the warmth of Tuscan aesthetics of
the early 2000’s, a design movement depicting a north american take on a sun
drenched city; idealized for being awash in natural light.

The sun’s transformative capabilities gather these works; a celestial presence
intrinsic to the ever shifting nature of our surroundings, and ourselves.
